· Membership in one of the following Career and Technical Education student organizations:  DECA; Family, Career, and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA); Future Farmers of America (FFA); Future Business Leaders of America (FBLA); Health Occupation Students of America (HOSA); Skills USA-VICA; Technology Student Association (TSA); and Tennessee Career Association (CTSA for JTG students).
· Future plans for education and/or career in a related career and technical field

· Need for scholarship

THE FOLLOWING SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION SHALL BE SUBMITTED:
1. the nomination form (typed); 

2. a copy of the student’s transcript;

3. a copy of the career and technical education student organization membership roster with the student’s name highlighted; 
4. a five paragraph typed (double spaced) essay outlining the student’s 

· need for the scholarship; 

· plans for education or training after high school graduation

· career aspirations; and 

· how the student’s career and technical education courses have prepared him/her for these plans.
5. 2 letters supporting the nomination and describing how the student meets the award criteria (A career and technical teacher shall submit the letter initiating the nomination.  The other letter shall be from an academic teacher, counselor, or administrator.)
